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LANGEBAAN COUNTRY ESTATE has been developed as an environmentally 
sustainable estate within the acclaimed greater Cape West  Coast  Biosphere to 
provide a harmonious and secure lifestyle for all it s residents. To enhance and 
promote this environment  and lifestyle, House Rules have been established in 

terms of the Const itut ion of the Associat ion. 
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1. INTRODUCTION 
 

These House Rules are binding on all persons resident  at ,  or visit ing Langebaan Count ry 
Estate, as are decisions properly taken by the Trustees in administering them. The Owners 
of propert ies are responsible for ensuring that ,  members of their households, tenants, 
visitors, invitees and all their employees, which include t radespersons and suppliers, are 
aware of,  and abide by, the House Rules. Tenants have the same responsibilit y with respect  
to their households, visitor’ s invitees and employees. The House Rules may be modif ied, 
amended or repealed from t ime to t ime subj ect  to the procedure laid down in the 
Const itut ion of the Associat ion. 

  
2. DEFINITIONS, INTERPRETATIONS AND DELEGATIONS 

 
2.1 In these House Rules, unless it  appears to the cont rary, either expressly or by 

necessary implicat ion, the words and expressions as defined in the Const itut ion of the 
Associat ion shall bear the same meaning in these House Rules as in the Const itut ion. 
  
Unless the context  clearly indicates a cont rary intent ion: 
 

·  the singular number only shall include the plural number and vice versa; and 
·  a reference to any one gender shall include the other gender; and 
·  a reference to natural persons includes legal persons and vice versa. 

  
In part icular,  the following words and phrases shall,  unless the context  otherwise 
requires, have the meanings given below: 
  
Architect  means such architects or their successors, as may be appointed by the 
Developer from t ime to t ime, or subsequent  to the Development  Period, by the 
Trustees. 
 
Architectural Guide means the architectural guidelines prepared for and applicable 
to the Township, and includes all/ any amendments made thereto from t ime to t ime. 
 
Associat ion means the Langebaan Count ry Estate Owners’  Associat ion, (the 
Associat ion). 
  
Common Area means the Private Open Space and all the land owned by the 
Associat ion and shall include all services (whether Municipal or otherwise) 
const ructed within the Common Area. 
 
Const itut ion means the Const itut ion of the Langebaan Count ry Estate Owners’  
Associat ion 
 
Golf  Course means all the property making up the full extent  of the golf ing facilit y 
within the Township including all the property under the Management  of the Golf and 
Sports Club. 
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Langebaan Count ry Estate Golf and Sports Club (Golf and Sports Club) means the 
club established within the Township for the purposes of managing all of the sport ing 
facilit ies at  Langebaan Count ry Estate including, but  not  limited to, golf ,  tennis, 
bowls and squash. 
 
Langebaan Count ry Estate Landscape Guideline Document  means the document  
which const itutes part  3 of the Environmental,  Architectural and Landscape 
Guidelines as referred to in Clause 31 of the Const itut ion of the Associat ion including 
all appendixes thereto. 
 
Member means every Owner and, unt il t ransfer of the last  Erf or Unit ,  the Developer.  
 
Owner means the registered Owner of an Erf and /  or Unit  in the Township, as 
evidenced by regist rat ion in the Cape Town Deeds Regist ry. 
 
Pr ivate Open Space means all areas generally designated as private open space on 
the Estate Site Plan of the Township as may be amended from t ime to t ime, including 
all roads, pavements, gardens and other open areas for common usage. 
 
Sect ion means a sect ion shown as such on a sect ional plan of any part  of the 
Township developed as a sect ional t it le scheme, as defined in the Sect ional Tit les Act  
No 95 of 1986, as amended from t ime to t ime. 
 
Tenant  means a lessee of an Erf and /  or Unit  in the Township, in terms of a writ ten 
lease agreement  for a period of not  less than 6 months. 
 
Township means the ent ire Township developed or to be developed on the land  
comprising the Remainder of Port ion 1 (Meeuwe Klip) of the Farm Oliphants Kop  
No 191 in the Saldanha Bay Municipalit y,  Division of Malmesbury, Province of the  
Western Cape, which is subdivided or to be subdivided into a Township to be known 
as Langebaan Count ry Estate in accordance with approval obtained from the Local 
Authorit y, generally in accordance with the Estate Site Plan or any amendment  
thereof, and includes all/ any extension(s) of the Township approved by the Local 
Authorit y upon applicat ion by the Developer. 
 
Trustees means the Developer Trustees and the Member Trustees of the Associat ion, 
collect ively from t ime to t ime and includes alternate and co-opted Trustees. 
 
Unit  means a Sect ion together with such Sect ion' s undivided share in the common 
property of the relevant  sect ional t it le scheme. 
  
Vehicle means any form of conveyance, whether self-propelled, or drawn by 
machine, animal or human agency. 
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2.2 It  shall be the responsibilit y of every Member to ensure that  all members of his 
household, employees, tenants, invitees and guests, paying or otherwise, which 
include t radespersons and suppliers, are fully aware of these House Rules. In the 
event  of any breach of the House Rules by the Member, members of his household, 
employees, tenants, invitees and guests, which includes t radespersons and suppliers, 
or by members of his tenant ' s household, employees, guests and invitees, which 
includes t radespersons and suppliers, such breach shall be deemed to have been 
commit ted by the Member himself .  
  

3. DOMESTIC REFUSE 
 

3.1 The removal of domest ic, garden and other refuse shall be under the cont rol of the 
Associat ion which may, in exercising it s funct ions in this regard from t ime to t ime by 
not ice in writ ing to all persons concerned: 
  
3.1.1 lay down the type and size of refuse containers to be obtained and used. 
 
3.1.2 give direct ions in regard to the placing of refuse for collect ion. 
 
3.1.3 give direct ions about  the recycling of waste. 
 

3.2 All refuse, whether domest ic or garden must  be kept  in the containers, which must  be 
placed out  of sight  of both road and open areas except  when put  out  for collect ion. 

  
3.3 Where any item of refuse is of such a size or nature that  it  cannot  be convenient ly 

removed by the refuse removal services provided or arranged by the Associat ion, the 
Associat ion may give direct ions as to the manner in which such refuse must  be 
disposed of. 

 
4. DOMESTIC ANIMALS AND BIRDS (PETS) 

 
4.1 The keeping of Domest ic Animals on the Township is, at  every stage, governed by a 

no replacement  policy, and the breeding of such animals is not  permit ted. 
 
4.2 Dogs and Cats shall be limited to two per Member and shall not  be allowed off  the 

Members property unless under st rict  cont rol and on a leash. Dogs and Cats are not  
permit ted in, or to be walked in, the natural veld or on the Golf Course. 

 
4.3 Members must  tag their Dogs and Cats with the Members name and telephone 

number. In the event  of the Member failing or refusing to do so, the Associat ion may 
impose penalt ies or may procure the animals removal from the Township and recover 
any costs from the Member concerned without  prej udice to it s rights to recover any 
penalty imposed. 
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4.4 Members shall provide the Estate Manager with the following writ ten details of their 
Domest ic Animals and Pets: Name, Species, Breed, Descript ion, Age and a 
photograph. 

 
4.5 Members must  ensure that  they install a suitable enclosure, approved by the 

Architect ,  to prevent  Domest ic Animals from st raying off  their property. 
 
4.6 Guests and visitors are not  permit ted to bring any pets into the Township. 
  
4.7 In the event  of any domest ic animal and /  or bird being int roduced into the Township 

by guests, the Associat ion may call on the owner of the animal /  bird to remove it  
immediately and, in the event  of the owner failing or refusing to do so, the 
Associat ion may impose penalt ies or may procure it s removal from the Township and 
recover any costs from the Member concerned without  prej udice to it s rights to 
recover any penalty imposed. 

  
4.8 Should any domest ic animals and /  or birds prove to be a cont inual nuisance to other 

residents, the Associat ion may call on the owner of the domest ic animals and /  or 
birds to remove it  and if  the owner fails or refuses to do so, the Associat ion may 
impose penalt ies or procure it s removal from the Township and recover any costs 
from the Member concerned without  prej udice to it s rights to recover any penalty 
imposed. 

 
4.9 If  the erect ion of st ructures to house domest ic animals or birds is approved by the 

Architect ,  such st ructures shall be screened from public view and the Associat ion 
shall,  in their absolute discret ion, be ent it led to require the permanent  removal of 
st ructures, which, in the opinion of the Associat ion are unsight ly and /  or do not  
comply with the Architectural Guide.  

  
4.10 In all cases, when Domest ic Animals are in Common Areas and cause a mess or dig 

holes, the Member shall immediately remove the mess or repair the holes as the case 
may be. Specifically,  Members are responsible for the removal and suitable disposal 
of their pets'  excrement  from Common Areas. 

 
4.11  For the purposes of this clause 4, a Tenant , as defined in this document , shall have 

the same rights and obligat ions as a Member. 
  

5. TRAFFIC /  PEDESTRIANS 
 

5.1 No Vehicles shall enter or leave the Township at  any point  except  at  the ent rance 
gates. Non-Members are required to sign the relevant  ent ry document  stat ing that  
they will abide by the House Rules, regulat ions, any disclaimers and the Const itut ion 
of the Associat ion. Members must  provide the Associat ion with the full names, 
passport  sized photo, and a copy of the I.D. of any domest ic staff  in their employ.  
Members are to advise the Associat ion, in writ ing, when domest ic staff  leave their 
employ. 
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5.2 All Vehicles entering the Township shall stop at  the vehicle ent rance point . 
 
5.3 No Vehicle shall enter the Township unless admit ted by the guard on duty at  the gate, 

except  where the Associat ion has issued to the driver a device enabling the driver to 
operate the vehicle ent rance gate himself . 

  
5.4 No Member shall permit  the use of such device for operat ing the vehicle ent rance 

gate by any person save a member of his household. 
 
5.5 The movement  and cont rol of t raff ic and pedest rians is subj ect  to the securit y rules 

and regulat ions of the Township. 
  
5.6 Heavy deliveries are not  permit ted without  the consent  of the Estate Manager on 

Sundays or public holidays, nor before 07H00 and after 18H00 on weekdays, nor 
before 08H00 and after 14H30 on Saturdays. 

  
5.7 Motorised Vehicles shall be driven on the Township roads only by persons who hold a 

valid current  driver' s licence, which would permit  them to drive that  Vehicle on a 
public road within South Africa. 

  
5.8 No person shall drive any Vehicle on any road within the Township at  a speed in 

excess of 30Km per hour. The Associat ion may impose a lower speed limit  where 
appropriate. 

  
5.9 Animals, birds and wildlife shall have the right  of way at  all t imes within the 

Township and Vehicles shall be brought  to a stop whenever necessary. 
  
5.10 The Associat ion may, by means of appropriate signage designed specif ically for the 

Township, give direct ion as to the use of roads or any port ion of the roads or Common 
Area, and failure by any person to obey this signage shall const itute a cont ravent ion 
of these House Rules. 

 
5.11 No person may park or stand his Vehicle in such a way that  the f low of t raff ic is 

obst ructed. 
 
5.12 No Member shall park any commercial t ype Vehicle, boat , caravan, t railer,  or a 

Vehicle not  in good working order, on any roadway in the Township. Any such 
commercial Vehicle, boat , caravan, or t railer shall be parked on the Owner' s Erf, 
where applicable, in such a manner so as not  to be visible from the st reet  forming a 
boundary of such Erf,  and to be out  of public view. 

 
5.13 The parking of Vehicles upon the Common Area is subj ect  to the express condit ion 

that  every Vehicle is parked at  the owner' s risk and responsibilit y and no liabilit y 
shall at tach to the Associat ion or it s agents or any of it s employees for any loss or 
damage of whatsoever nature which the owner, or any person claiming through or 
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under him, may suffer in consequence of his Vehicle having been parked on the 
Common Area. 

  
5.14 No person shall drive or ride any Vehicle within the Township in such a manner that  

would const itute an offence under the relevant  t raff ic ordinance. 
 
5.15 All motorised Vehicles, and in part icular motorcycles and quad bikes, shall be f it ted 

with eff icient  silencer systems. 
5.16   The driving of all Vehicles within the Township, with the except ion of Golf  and Sports 

Club maintenance personnel,  is confined to roads and driveways. 
   
5.17   No helicopters or any means of aerial conveyance may be landed at  any place within 

the Township without  the authorit y of the Associat ion. 
 

6. GARDENS 
  

6.1 Every Member shall in respect  of his Erf /  Sect ion /  exclusive area establish and 
maintain a garden in compliance with the requirements of the Langebaan Count ry 
Estate Landscape Guideline Document . 

 
6.2 Every Member shall ensure that  gardening and landscaping of his Erf /  Sect ion /  

exclusive area is undertaken so as to be compat ible with the gardening and 
landscaping of adj oining Erven /  Sect ions /  exclusive areas. 

 
6.3 All alien vegetat ion on Erven must  be eradicated. 
 
6.4 Every Member shall comply with any water rest rict ions imposed by the local 

authorit y. 
 

7. COMMON AREA  AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROL 
 

7.1    The Associat ion shall have the right  and duty to cont rol the environment , which shall 
include but  not  be limited to the vegetat ion on the private erven and Common Area, 
and shall have the right  to t rim hedges and t rees. 

  
7.2  No person shall do anything that  det rimentally affects the amenit ies, f lora or fauna of 

the Township, or unreasonably interfere with the enjoyment  of the Common Area. 
  
7.3  No person shall discard any lit ter or any item of any nature whatsoever within the 

Township except  in receptacles set  aside for this purpose by the Associat ion. 
  
7.4  In considerat ion of the considerable risk of uncont rollable f ire in a sensit ive fynbos 

environment , no f ire shall be lit  within the Township, except  in such places as may be 
designated for the purpose by the Associat ion or within a private f ireplace or braai 
area that  is approved in terms of the Architectural Guide. 
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7.5  Pest icides should be applied st rict ly in accordance with inst ruct ions on the label of 
the container or enclosed pamphlet .  As pest icides affect  the natural balance, and are 
often poisonous to human beings and animals, they should be used responsibly and 
with care. Excess mixture should be sprayed out  and never be poured down drains. 

 
7.6  No person shall do any gardening or landscaping on the Common Area without  the 

express prior writ ten agreement  of the Associat ion in regard to the nature and extent  
of such gardening or landscaping act ivit y. No person shall,  unless authorised by the 
Associat ion to do so, pick or plant  any f lowers or plants on the Common Area. 

  
7.7  Subj ect  to any law or regulat ion made in terms of an Act , or any permit  granted in 

terms of an Act , the Associat ion shall be ent it led to prohibit  access to any part  of the 
Common Area in order to preserve the natural f lora and fauna, and no person shall 
enter such area without  the writ ten consent  of the Associat ion. 

   
7.8  No person shall discharge a firearm, air rif le, crossbow or any similar weapon 

anywhere within the Township except  under such circumstances, which would 
reasonably j ust ify the use of a f irearm for self-defence and related purposes. 

  
7.9  Hunt ing of any nature is prohibited within the Township and the t rapping of birds and 

animals and set t ing of snares are specif ically prohibited. 
 

8.    GOLF AND SPORTS CLUB 
 

8.1 The Langebaan Country Estate Golf & Sports Club is a private club reserved for the 
benefit  of it s paid up members and their guests.                                                                                                                                                

 
8.2 Owners or their tenants or guests, may make use of the facilit ies of the Golf and 

Sports Club in terms of the rules and regulat ions of the Golf and Sports Club relat ing 
to club members, guests and visitors. 

  
8.3 Only Golf  and Sports Club members, guests and visitors who have signed in to play 

golf  are permit ted on the Golf Course and play starts and ends at  the Clubhouse. 
  
8.4 No person, not  part icipat ing in a round of golf ,  shall walk or j og on the Golf Course 

except  at  his or her own risk on the designated walk ways provided, and shall only do 
so in the direct ion of play or as indicated on walk way signage. Golfers part icipat ing 
in a round of golf  will have the right  of way and will not  be responsible for inj uries to 
non-playing individuals. 

 
8.5 Pract icing is not  permit ted on the Golf Course other than at  the designated pract ice 

areas. 
 
8.6 Golf carts, unless being used by golfers part icipat ing in a round of golf ,  are not  

permit ted on the Golf Course, but  may be driven on the paved Township roads as well 
as the designated cart  paths that  lead to and through the under pass. 
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9. STORAGE DAMS 

 
9.1 No person shall launch any boat  or craft  of any descript ion, powered by a motor or 

otherwise, on any of the dams within the Township. 
  
9.2 No water sport  is permit ted on the dams within the Township and no person shall 

enter the dams. Swimming in the dams is prohibited.  
  
9.3 No domest ic animal shall be allowed to enter the dams. 
  
9.4 No person shall pollute or permit  the pollut ion of the dams or st reams within the 

Township by any substance, which may in any manner, be inj urious to plant ,  animal 
or bird life, or which may in any way be unsight ly. 
  

10. CONDUCT AT LANGEBAAN COUNTRY ESTATE 
 

10.1 No garments, household linen or washing of any nature, may be hung out  or placed 
anywhere to dry except  in a drying yard or such other area designed for such purpose. 
Washing lines, twirl dries etc. must  be below the level of the yard walls, so as to not  
be visible from the st reet  forming a boundary of such Erf,  or from the Golf Course and 
to be out  of public view. 

  
10.2  No explosives, crackers, f ireworks or items of similar nature may at  any t ime be    
        exploded, lit  or operated on any part  of the Township. 
 
10.3 No unauthorised persons are allowed onto building sites under const ruct ion. 
  Const ruct ion staff  must  be t ransported to and from site. 
  
10.4 No person shall make or cause to be made any unacceptable disturbance or   

              excessive or undue noise, which const itutes a nuisance to other persons in    
         part icular: 

  
10.4.1 Burglar alarms must  comply with any regulat ions, which the Associat ion may 

inst itute from t ime to t ime. 
  

10.4.2 The mowing and or edging of lawns, and the use of leaf blowers, or the 
operat ion of any other noisy machinery which may disturb neighbours, is 
st rongly discouraged after normal working hours.  

  
10.4.3 Excessive and undue noise must  cease between 22H00 and 06H30. 

  
10.5 In order to maintain the low-density resident ial nature of the Township, no Member 

or tenant  shall,  without  prior writ ten approval by the Associat ion, accommodate or 
allow to be accommodated more than the maximum number of persons permit ted to 
occupy their residence, viz: 
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   1 bedroom unit  4 persons 
   2 bedroom unit  6 persons 
   3 bedroom unit  8 persons 
   4 bedroom unit  10 persons 

  
10.6  Members must  ensure that  their children and the children of members of their   
        households, employees, tenants, invitees and guests do not  pose a safety threat  to 

themselves or to any other person or driver within the Township. Tenants shall have 
the same responsibility as regards their households, employees, invitees and guests.  

 
10.7 Whenever the Associat ion receives a writ ten complaint  from a Member, or its 

appointed securit y staff  relat ing to the behaviour of any persons within the Township, 
the Associat ion shall invest igate appropriately and take any steps required within the 
scope of the House Rules and the Const itut ion. The Associat ion is not  prevented by 
this clause from taking act ion on it s own init iat ive, if  evidence of behaviour, which in 
the opinion of the Trustees is unacceptable, should come to its at tent ion from a 
source other than a writ ten complaint . 

  
10.8 No unauthorised person shall interfere with the Township' s securit y arrangements or 

the act ivit ies of it s appointed securit y staff . 
  
10.9 No person shall do anything or cause anything to be done which const itutes 

unacceptable behaviour or which may affect  good order within the Township. 
  

11. COMMERCIAL ACTIVITY 
 

11.1 No commercial act ivity of any nature will be permit ted within the Township without  
the prior writ ten approval of the Associat ion. 

  
11.2 No advert ising board may be displayed anywhere within the Township other than the 

standard architectural building board during building const ruct ion, or unless prior 
writ ten approval has been obtained from the Estate Manager. 

  
11.3 No door-to-door canvassing or selling is permit ted within the Township.
